Greg'’s efforts within the club typically go above and beyond, no matter what area
itis in. A perfect example of this is shown in the results from our Paradise lowa Club
Survey. In early 2009 Paradise sent out a detailed internet survey for those who had
participated in our events. Paradise BOD wanted to understand if we were giving
members the experience they expected from a UIAA club. General statistics for each
answer were generated by the internet-based software provided by the survey
company. Greg examined those results and took them to the next level, comparing
member vs. Non-member answer within each question and breaking down each
question to get at real valuable statistical trends. Even though all members of the
Board had thoroughly reviewed the results, Greg’s insights led us to different
conclusions than if we had taken the provided results at face value.

As Paradise Towa Club worked toward incorporation in 2009, several different
initiatives were undertaken as part of the internal re-organization process needed to
incorporate. At the annual June Board of Directors meeting, Greg voluntarily
assumed more responsibility within the Club, recognizing the need as the club
structure had became more complex. Following are some of the great things Greg
has done this year:

e Served as both Vice President of PIC and Secretary/Treasurer.

e Managed several game watches

e Handled the transition of the bank accounts and did all bookkeeping duties

e Did all regular web page updates plus the introduction of our sponsorship
program (New graphics for each business, added links, created individual sites for
each individual sponsor)

* Creation and maintenance of a fantastic Face book page - a great deal of time was
spent adding photos and graphics to make this page shine

of Greg, he sees something that needs to be done and he just does it.
